E. Inaddition to the above, participate as a troop in 10 of the following:
At least 75% of registered scouts attend camp
Participate in at least 1 shower house cleaning
Provide a program (cheer, song, etc.) at a meal-time assembly
Conduct a flag ceremony at a meal-time assembly
Conduct grace at a meal-time assembly
Carry the American and Troop flag to 80% of meal-time
assemblies
7. Display patriotic materials in accordance with the Flag Code
and in a respectful manner (buttons, clothing, etc.)
8. Every scout completes Mountain Man, earns at least two
weeklong merit badges, or participates in a hi-adventure prog.
9. At least one scout participant in Adventure Zone program
10. Host or attend an inter-Troop cracker barrel
11. All troop OA members participate in OA Day activities
12. Adult Leaders, not already trained, participate in Youth
Protection Training
13. Adult Leaders, not already trained, participate in Safe Swim
Defense / Safety Afloat, Climb On Safely or Trek Safely
training
14. Other activity or project approved in advance by the Camp
Program Director
A, B, C, D and at least ten of the “E” requirements have been completed.
